1)   The pledge to the flag was given and Supervisor Schmidt convened the meeting at 7:35p.m.





2)   The minutes of the August 17, 1999 regular and closed board meetings and the August 20, 1999 regular and closed board meetings were approved as written and filed for audit.





3)   Expenditures were approved as submitted for the Township funds with the exception of General Fund check #11784.





4)   Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer and the Zoning Administrator.  An oral update on the Torch Bay Nature Preserve was given by Berst and Wolfe.  It was requested the board consider a permanent paid person to maintain the TBNP, provide funds for development work and repair of  damage caused by vandals and give the coordinator authority to contract the work.





5)   Public comments:  L. Froling expressed thanks for the road paving and stated reduced speed limits are needed.





6)   Announcements:  (A)  Call 231-922 2052 for information and appointment for the Hazardous Waste drop off in Traverse City on Oct. 9, 1999.  (B)  Volunteers are still needed to serve on various township commissions and committees.  (C)  Schmidt read comments from Cowell, President of the Central Lake District Library Board, giving proposed changes and election information.  (D)  The fall seedling order form is now available in the Township office.





7)   Zoning Administrator's Computer Request:  Discussion, no action.





8)   Payment for Road Improvement to ACRC:  Discussion, payment deferred pending inspection of roads by Schmidt and Hunt.





9)   Torch Lake Protection Alliance's Proposed Lake Access Ordinance for Torch Lake:  A status update was give by V. Mouch, President of TLPA.  Discussion.  Ordinance to be referred to township attorney for review and comments.





10)  Ambulance Building Furnace Update:  Discussion.  The board concurred the boiler should be replaced and convert from fuel oil to LP gas.  Ditlow to arrange for removal of fuel oil tank and the remaining fuel oil in the tank.


The board requested Ditlow to ask J&P to visit the site and confirm or adjust their quote and also to ask Boatwright for a bid adjusted for the same work and materials as in the other quotes.

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13)  Township Board Concerns:  (A)  Seminars attended by Zoning Administrator was discussed.  Supervisor is to approve seminar registrations before they are given to the clerk for processing.  Check #11784 was approved by the board for payment.  (B)  The board authorized TBNP coordinator Berst to pay $10 an hour for TBNP labor.   (C)  Norris to attend Grand Traverse Bay Watershed Initiative Symposium October 21.  (D) Norris gave update on EMS policy committee.  (E)  Efforts to obtain Medicare provider number was discussed.  (F)  Legal fees were discussed.
