














Minutes of Torch Lake Township Special Board Meeting of March 6, 2000


Township Hall, Eastport





Present:  Parker, Hubbell, Norris, Leech, Schmidt


Absent:  None





The purpose of the meeting was to work on the proposed budgets for the 2000-2001 fiscal year, discuss the Day Park restroom renovations, and discuss the use of the EMS building for non-township business.





The meeting was convened at 7:05p.m.  Since all board members were present, there was discussion regarding the post office relocation.  The board members indicated they would not appeal their decision and would waive the 30 day appeal period.





Supervisor Schmidt introduced Joe wertz, JW Construction, whose bid was accepted to renovate the Day Park restrooms.  Discussion resulted as follows: (1) decision to go with option for ceramic tile on divider and passageway walls at cost of $4275; (2) Wertz to obtain quote for doing rest of the walls in ceramic tile; (3) Wertz to obtain cost of installing a cabinet and plumbing fixtures in the divider wall in which to house a hose to be accessible from both sides of the wall; (4) Wertz to obtain cost to include a water line for hook-up to a drinking fountain; and (5) Wertz to obtain another quote for the electrical work.  Schultz recommended the building and pavilions be sprayed for spiders and ants when the renovation is completed.





Use of the EMS building for non township business was discussed.  It was the consensus of the board that the use of the building for drivers training would be at no charge as there was no policy in place at the time of the committment and Velding thought she was acting within the realm of her authority as rental manager for the hall.





The budget wages were reviewed.  There is a need for a definition from Ditlow as to what comprises a "run" and Parker was request to set up controls for a boat ramp fee.





It was moved by Parker and seconded by Hubbell to approve the resolution of Township Investment Policy dated Feb. 22, 2000 as submitted by Parker.  Roll call vote;  Aye-Norris, Leech, Schmidt, Hubbell, Parker; Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.





There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
