























MINUTES OF JUNE 6, 2000 SPECIAL BOARD MEETING


9:00 A.M. TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT





The special meeting was called by Supervisor Schmidt to discuss the Day Park renovation work and work to be done at the cemetery.





Present:  Norris, Hubbell, Parker, Leech, Schmidt


Absent :  None





The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m.  The proposed extension of the concrete pad on each side of the building was discussed.   It was the consensus of the board to not extend the concrete pads at this time, and that the drinking fountain just have a circle of paving stones around it.  The proposed trash dumpster and cement slab for the dumpster was discussed.  It was agreed to have a 4 yard dumpster enclosed with a fence located on the south side near the turn in the drive.  It was noted that water was seen standing in the restrooms after a heavy rain and corrective action is needed, such as installing threshold plates.





The cemetery extension was discussed.  No action was taken on surveying the property until another bid is received.   It was agreed that Drogt should be contracted to remove the fencing and brush and clean up the area discussed.  Drogt quoted $1600 for the work.  Schmidt is to get a quote for the cost and spreading of  top soil.





Parker was given approval to order the envelopes for the boat launch fee.  Schmidt related information received from TC Welding on lids for the trash cans at the Day Park.  No action.
