MINUTES OF JULY 16, 2002 TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:35p.m.

2. Minutes of the June 18 and July 2, 2002 meetings were approved and filed for audit.

3. Expenditures for all township funds were approved as submitted.

4. Reports were received from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator and Antrim County E911 Central Dispatch.

5. Public Comments: Joan Heizer expressed praise for the prompt and professional performance of the EMS and Fire Dept. at the time of their recent accident.  C. Patterson requested the assistance of the board in obtaining a speed survey for N. East Torch Lake Drive.

6. Announcements: A. The Torch Lake Township Residents Summer Forum will be held July 27 at 9:00a.m. in the Township Hall.  B. Fireman’s Field Day will be August 3 at Barnes Park.  C. The statewide primary election will be held August 6 in the Township Hall.  Correspondence: None.

7. TBNP Project Coordinator Job Description: Comments were received from Authority members and there was discussion.  It was moved by Stillings and seconded that the title of Parks Custodian be changed to Parks and Nature Preserve Manager and expand the responsibility of the position to include execution of details as requested by the Authority and directed by the Township Board and paid by the Township at the same rate of pay.  Aye 2 Nay 3. Motion defeated.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to pay Berst at the same hourly rate as park custodian to assist the TBNP Authority as requested by the Authority and approved by the board.  The Authority chairperson will be the liaison between the Authority and the Board.

8. EMS Billing Policy Revision: Draft of 7/ll/02 by Schultz and Schmidt was discussed and will be rewritten with the following changes: Page 1, paragraph 8, last sentence, will be changed to read “…be given a report of unpaid accounts over six months old on a semi-annual basis….”.  Page 2, first paragraph, reinstate the two sentences removed and remove the new sentences.  Paragraph 1, sentence to be reinstated, change “…PAID BY EMS…” to “…PAID FROM EMS” and Paragraph 2, change   “paid by the Torch Lake Township EMS Fund”  to “…paid from the Torch Lake Township EMS Special Assessment Fund.”.  Remove “both” from the first sentence under “RECORDS”.  Page 1, 7th paragraph, last sentence, change “guidelines established” to “guidelines approved”.

9. The Watershed Center Grand Traverse Bay: It was moved by Parker, seconded, and passed unanimously to approve the Contract for Services for January 2002-December 2002.

10. New Fire Tanker Financing Option: The board approved the second option of financing as outlined in Schmidt’s memo of July 11, 2002 to the board.

11. Municipal Civil Infractions: The legality of the proposed amendment to the Zoning Ordinance Section 22.01 will be ascertained.   Section 22.03 was changed from “Validity” to “Severability”.  No action.

12. Board Concerns: Parker inquired of status of Master Plan.  Leech inquired of status of Recreation Plan.

13. Public Comments: Nogle inquired of the status of 3rd Street zoning violations.  C. Patterson inquired about speed survey.  It was moved by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to request the Road Commission to request a speed survey on E. Torch Lake Drive.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:30p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
