1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:30 p.m.

2. Public Comments: None

3. Minutes of the Sept. 17, 2002 board meeting were approved and filed for audit.

4. Expenditures were approved as submitted.

5. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator and AC E911 Central Dispatch.

6. Announcements: The general election will be held on November 5 with the township polling place being the Township Hall.  THE NOVEMBER MEETING OF THE TOWNSHIP BOARD WILL BE HELD ON MONDAY, NOVEMBER 11 AT 7:30 P.M..
7. Kruger Road Improvement: No decision on Kruger Rd. pending a list of public roads in the township that have not been paved and the number of residences on each road that is to be prepared by Parker and Stillings for the next board meeting.

8. Municipal Civil Infractions – Zoning Ordinance Amendment Draft: Approved to be sent to the Planning Commission with the first sentence of the draft to be changed to read “…shall be deemed to have committed a municipal civil infraction:” and definition of “nuisance per se” to be added to the “Definitions” section.

9. Township Hall & Day Park Pavilion Rental Policy Revision Draft: It was moved by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the rental policy draft dated 10/10/2002 with the addition of a signature line on the Request For Rental form which the hall manager will complete and send to the renter who will confirm by signing and returning the request form with payment.

10. ZBA Reappointment: It was moved by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to reappoint Joan Heizer to the ZBA for a three year term to expire October 2005.  It was moved by Stillings, seconded and passed unanimously to reappoint Virginia Mouch as an alternate to the ZBA to another three year term to expire October 2005.

11. Planning Commission Reappointment: It was moved by Leech, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the reappointment of Myrta Keelan to the Planning Commission for another three year term to expire October 2005.  It was moved by Stilling, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the appointment of Jessica Thompson to the Planning Commission for a three year term to expire October 2005.

12. EMS Director Memo dated 10/05/02 re Cell Phone Request: The board approved a cell phone for the use of the EMS Director.

13. Forest Home Twp’s. Public Access Ordinance: Following discussion, it was agreed the supervisor should send our Ordinance to the Sheriff and request their enforcement assistance.

14. Township Board Concerns: Schmidt requested board members look at the split rail fencing installed in the cemetery and also review the proposals for replacement of the cemetery sign.

15. Public Comments: T. Welch commented on road millage and road fund.  E. Knoechel commented on maintenance responsibilities.  He also inquired how personal property
