1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:30 p.m.

2. Public Comments:  None

3. Minutes of the January 21, 2003 board meeting were approved and filed for audit.

4. Expenditures for the township funds were approved as submitted.

5. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator and AC E911 Central Dispatch.  The new Zoning Administrator, Bill Briggs, was introduced..  He will be in the office from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Mondays and Thursdays. It was agreed future EMS reports would have a line added to the “Collected” section for amounts pending collection.

6. Announcements/Correspondence: The Fire District Budget Hearing will be held on March 17 at 7:30 p.m. in the township hall.  The General Fund Budget Hearing, Ambulance District Budget Hearing & Annual Meeting will be held on March 22 starting at 9:00 a.m. in the township hall.

7. County Solid Waste Plan Update: Teresa Salveta, part time Solid Waste Coordinator for Antrim County, explained her duties as coordinator and reviewed the status of the plan.  She provided a Fact Sheet and requested the board review the plan prior to her anticipated return in the spring.

8. EMS Interview Committee Recommendations: It was moved by Stillings, seconded, and passed 4-0 to accept the recommendations outlined in Schmidt’s memo of 2/12/2003 and offer full-time employment to Al Veenstra on the day crew and part-time employment to Sherwin VanKlompenberg, Wendy Dawson, Becky Olson, Denielle Brasgalla and Heath Meir.

9. Zoning Administrator’s Job Description Revison Draft: The draft dated 2/12/03 will become effective 2/18/03 with the following changes: #8-remove “or” from the new sentence; #9-change “for the violation” to “if a violation exists”, number the last sentence #10 and renumber the balance; #12-remove “applicable” in first sentence; #17-add “by the supervisor” at the end of the second sentence.
10. Purchase Installment Agreement Resolution: It was moved by Leech to approve resolution 03-02 directing the supervisor to close on the installment purchase for the tanker body from Circle K Service.  Passed by roll call vote 4-0 with 1 absent: aye – Leech, Schmidt, Schultz, Stillings; nay – none.
11. Township Board Salary Resolutions: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed 4-0 with one absent to approve resolution 03-03 for the annual salary of the office of supervisor to be $13,600 and for the assessor to be $21,000 for a total of $34,600 as of April 1, 2003.  It was moved by Leech, seconded and passed 4-0 with one absent to approve resolution 03-04 for the annual salary of the office of clerk to be $13,600 as of April 1, 2003.  It was moved by Schultz, seconded and passed 4-0 with one absent to approve resolution 03-05 for the annual salary of treasurer to be $12,245 and the salary for summer school tax collection to be $4,450 for a total of $16,695 as of April 1, 2003.  It was moved by Stillings, seconded and passed 4-0 with one absent to approve resolution 03-06 for the annual salary of trustee to remain at the current level of $2000 as of April 1, 2003.

12. Special Board Meeting: The board will meet on March 3 at 7:30 p.m. in the township offices for a budget work session.
13. Board Concerns: A joint meeting of the Board, Planning Commission, ZBA and Zoning Administrator will probably be scheduled in April.
14. Public Comments: A clarification of March meeting dates was requested.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
