DRAFT MINUTES TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
OCTOBER 16, 2012

1.  Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Motion by Tomlinson to approve the Minutes of September 18, 2012 with two corrections was seconded and passed 4-0.  In item 7, remove the last sentence “very cool”.  In item 8 B, first line, correct to read: “purchase a rescue boat”.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve Minutes of Special Meeting October 4, 2012 as prepared was seconded and passed 4-0.  Motion by Parker to approve Minutes of Special Meeting October 8, 2012 as prepared was seconded and passed 4-0.
3. Correspondence/Announcements:
A.  The north entrance driveway has been repaired.
B. The Phragmites treatment for this year is over.  Several small, new patches were treated.
C. EMS Letter:  Schultz read her letter stating that after 30 years of service, she would not be renewing her EMS license, effective October 31st.  She gave thanks to the EMS department and the community for their support over the past years.  Ditlow added that most people do not realize how much Sharon has done for the department, we don’t know how to thank her, but she has our gratitude.
4.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve Agenda Content was seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary: None
6. After removal and discussion of items A, B, and C, the Motion by Tomlinson to approve the Consent Agenda was seconded and passed 5-0.
7. Planning Commission:  Tomlinson reported the Public Hearing on Village Zoning was held and the PC is taking under advisement comments that were received.  He also commented the Zoning Board of Appeals Public Hearing was held, with the PC sending the amendment to the county.  Also, currently, no PUD application has been received from A-Ga-Ming.
8. Discussion/Action:
A.  Temperature Control Proposal:  After discussion of the needed repair, the Motion by Martel for the Supervisor and Treasurer to determine funding for the Temperature Control repair of venting in the garage of $5,325 was seconded and passed 5-0.  They will report at the Special Meeting November 1st or the Regular Meeting November 8th.
B. Free Hall Rental:  the pros and cons were discussed and the board agreed the $35 fee for residents was appropriate to cover heating and cleaning costs.  Martel will be meeting with Don Leys and Elva Cowell about the rental policy and this can be discussed.  No formal action was taken at this time.
C. ACH Agreement with Alden State Bank:  The Motion by Tomlinson to adopt the ACH Agreement with Alden State Bank, as spelled out in the origination agreement, was seconded and passed 5-0.  Schultz will proceed with the arraignments, but it will be some time before it is in place.
D. Cemetery Fencing:  Agreed we would like to finish the fencing across the front, but Fund Balance is a concern.  It was decided to perhaps wait until the next budget year.
9. Board Commentary:  1. Windiate commented about her experience in accidentally dialing 911 and thanked the Sheriff department for their diligence in assuring her safety by coming to both her home and the township office.  Although very embarrassing, it is important to realize the Sherriff takes a 911 call, even if hanging up, very seriously. 2.  Schultz reminded the audience that Mr. Parker will be retiring after next month’s meeting and took the opportunity to say thanks for his 16 years of service to the community.  More to come.
10. Citizen Commentary:  1. it was suggested that, as a Board, we should get on the contractor to fix the heating problem.  Parker commented that it’s hard to get a good explanation of why it was installed the way it was.  2. Ed Knoechel asked about the possibility of naming the roads within the cemetery.
11. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 PM.
