1. Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Motion by Goossen to approve Minutes of January 15, 2013 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to approve Minutes of Special Meeting February 7, 2012 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence, etc.  We have received the signed copy from Red Cross making us an official Red Cross shelter for this area.  As calls are received from residents, the info is filtered through the County to the Red Cross, at which time they would assess the situation, call for supplies, etc.
4. Motion by Schultz to approve Agenda Content is seconded and approved 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  There was none.
6. Consent Agenda:  Motion by Goossen to approve Agenda was seconded and passed 5-0.
7. Planning Commission Report:  Goossen reported the PC has approved definitions of R1, R2 and R3 to be forwarded to the Board for their final approval.  The PC also approved Village Zoning Amendment language and maps, also to be forwarded to the Board for their approval.  A-Ga-Ming has submitted their request for rezoning from PRD to PUD, but the application was found to be missing details.  Therefore, the Planner and 2 Commission members will meet to compile a list of missing items to be shared with AGM for their consideration/action.
8. A.  After brief discussion, the Motion by Windiate to approve the recommendation to hire Bob Hicks as Board of Review alternate, effective immediately, for a two year term was seconded and passed 5-0.  Martel will be attending a Board of Review training next week in Traverse City.

2013-07, which sets the 2013-14 salary of Trustee Amos at $3600 (no increase)
2013-08, which sets the 2013-14 salary of Trustee Goossen at $3600 (no increase)
C.  Budget Amendments: Motion by Schultz to approve transfer of $24,000 to 101-101 Governing Body was seconded and approved 5-0, roll call vote.  Motion by Goossen to approve transfer of $2000 to 101-215 Clerk was seconded and approved 5-0 roll call vote.  Motion by Windiate to approve transfer of $3000 to 101-262 Elections was seconded and approved 5-0 roll call vote.  These transfers will reduce Fund Balance.

10.  Board Commentary:  1. Schultz compliment Ryan Bigelow on the Fire Report, looks great!  Also, Tax Assessment Notices have been mailed and should be received by residents soon.  2.
