DRAFT MINUTES TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
SEPTEMBER 17, 2013
COMMUNITY SERVICE BUILDING
TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP

Present:  Martel, Schultz, Goossen (7:04) and Windiate
Absent:  Amos
Audience:  15

1.  Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Schultz to approve Minutes of August 20th with corrections was seconded and approved 3-0.  In item 8 G. remove the words “we are well on our way to”.  Add to read Persons reported “on” LALS.  Motion by Windiate to approve Minutes of September 5th Special Meeting as prepared was seconded and passed 3-0.
3. Correspondence, etc.:  Windiate reminded the audience the Elk Rapids School District will be holding a Special Election on November 5, 2013.  Residents of Torch Lake Township within the Elk Rapids School District will vote here in the CSB from 7:00 AM until 8:00 PM.
4. Agenda Content:  Motion by Windiate to approve with additions was seconded and passed 4-0.  Change item (G.) to (I.) and add (G.) W Torch Lake Drive Boat Ramp and (H.) Streetlight at Creswell and Golden Beach.
5. Citizen Commentary:  There was none.
6. Consent Agenda:  Motion by Schultz to approve was seconded and passed 4-0.
7. Planning Commission Report:  Goossen reported the PC has started work on the Agriculture section of the Zoning Ordinance.  Walworth added the R1, R2, and R3 amendments were passed, which corrected the oversight on building heights.
8. Discussion/Action:
A.  Patty Niepoth, Antrim Co Register of Deeds was present to say hello and introduce herself to new Board members.  Currently, her office is working on making on-line computer access easier for the public.  She also brought handouts for anyone interested.
B. Ordinance Enforcement Officer:  Motion by Windiate to hire Joshua Vey for OEO was seconded by Martel, but failed 1-2, with Schultz and Martel voting no and Goossen abstaining from vote due to absence from the interview meeting.  Motion by Martel to hire Kurt Koerber for OEO was seconded and passed 3-0, with Goossen abstaining from vote.
C. A-Ga-Ming:  Findings of Fact signed by recording secretary and PC chair were received by the Board.  Also, a letter from Greg Guggemos, AGM attorney, was received, which asked the Board to reject the Planning Commission’s request to deny the PUD application.  The Public Hearing for the PUD application will be held at next month’s Board meeting October 15th.  Letters have been sent to approximately 158 addresses within a 300 foot radius.  Martel has asked George Parker, Bob Spencer and Jim Walworth to attend the meeting.  He will also ask Lee Scott.  The 3 options for the Board are to support the PC decision, approved the site plan or send it back to the PC for further consideration.  A Site Plan map is available for Board review if needed.
D. Venting System:  The venting system in the bay area was gathering moisture and had begun to mold.  It was inspected and found not to be hazardous.   It does need to be cleaned and insulated.  The bid from Temperature Control is $4849.  The Motion by Schultz to approve the labor and materials for proposal submitted by Temp Control dated 9/4/2013 for a total of $4849 was seconded and passed 4-0.
E. L-4029 County Allocation Board:  The Motion by Schultz to approve as presented was seconded and passed 4-0.
F. ALS/Elk Rapids/Torch Lake Township:  Elk Rapids is looking to continue with their ALS service and Torch Lake is interested in being a part of an ALS service.  We need to work together to research our options and to continue our meetings toward this goal.  Schultz recommended that any presentations from outside management companies should also address our Board.
G. W. Torch Lake Drive Boat Ramp:  Discussion of project to address drainage issues at the ramp.  One bid was received for project.  Motion by Goossen to table item to try and get more bids was seconded and failed 3-1, with Schultz, Martel and Windiate voting no.  Further discussion determined the correct process was followed and the Motion by Martel to open the bid was seconded and passed 4-0.  The Motion by Martel to accept the bid received from East Bay Excavation for $3025 for ramp repair was seconded and approved 4-0.
H. Streetlight:  After brief discussion the Motion by Goossen for the Township to accept back the streetlight at Creswell and Golden Beach was seconded and passed 4-0.
I. Special Board Meeting Date-Limited Advanced Life Support Presentation and Study:  Meeting was set for October 23rd at 6:30 PM.
9. Citizen Commentary:  1. Jorgensen asked whether bids were taken for the Temp Control job.  No, as Temp Control has been handling all the temperature issues of the building since Martel has been in office, even before.  2. Persons mentioned we now have a great map of the township, containing all addresses.  Thank you to the Equalization Department.
10. Board Commentary:  Goossen reiterated he was questioning the process for bids not the bid itself.  Schultz mentioned we have received $715 in donations toward this year’s Phragmites spraying program.  Thank you!  Schultz also questioned where we stand with the Veteran’s Memorial committee.  We haven’t heard from Mr. Wolverton to proceed with any help the committee may need from us.  Martel will give him a call.
11. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM.
