MINUTES OF OCTOBER 9, 2002 ZBA MEETING

1. Chairman A. Martel calls meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

2. Minutes of September 11, 2002 were reviewed with no corrections.  Motion was made by Scally and seconded to accept minutes as recorded.  Motion passed 5-0.

3. Forms were discussed.  Changes have been made to the Appeal Form and it will need to be retyped and reformatted.  Changes that were made include addition of tax id number on the form, location of well added to drawing, and revision date of form will be updated  Appeal Form application is ok as changed.  The guidelines will be retyped with suggested changes and the drawing will be added as part of appeal form.  Title can be changed to “Guidelines and Appeal Application” or “Appeal Application and Guidelines” and one inclusive packet can be handed out.

4. Chairman Martel would like the history of the development of the Zoning Ordinance recorded.  It is his understanding that for seven years there was no zoning and many things were done in the township during that time.  It needs to be shown as a record somewhere.  Perhaps in the zoning ordinance?

5. Monday is the deadline for Torch Lake Market to turn in his updated appeal. The applicant has been asked to be more specific in his variance requests. There will be set back questions, etc. when he does.   He will need to file a new appeal at $50.  The question about this appeal is whether he can add living quarters above a commercial site.  ZBA can address the issue of a second story.  The planning commission decides how he can use the site.  An issue with this appeal is that he has two lots in different zoning.  One lot is village zone and one lot is commercial.  The two lots can’t be combined because one lot is part of a sub division.  Scally asks for review of rules or guidelines as they pertain to non-conforming structures.  In this circumstance, Sonny wants to expand a non-conforming structure.  Will the expansion add to the non-conformity?  This is why he must come to ZBA.  Other factors that will need to addressed include front yard vs. side set backs, greenbelt areas, septic system, dumpster location, parking requirements and moving log cabin.  

6. Motion was made by Martel and seconded to adjourn meeting.  Motion passed 5-0.  Meeting closed at 7:45 PM
