The meeting was convened by Supervisor Schmidt at 9:08 a.m.





1.  Discussion of Ambulance District  proposed budget. IT WAS MOVED by Schmidt and seconded to approve the 1998-1999 Ambulance Special Assessment District Proposed Budget  by cost center as per the document presented to the Township Board 3/30/98 with the millage to be levied as 0.8365 for Operations and 0.1635 for Capital Improvements for a total of 1 mill.  Roll call vote:  Aye-Schmidt, Norris, Hubbell, Leech, Parker.  Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.





2.  Discussion of Fire District proposed budget.  IT WAS MOVED by Parker and seconded to approve the 1998-1999 Fire Special Assessment District Proposed Budget by cost center as per the document presented to the Township Board 3/30/98 with the millage to be levied as 0.4433 for Operations and 0.5567 for Capital Improvements for a total of 1 mill.  Roll call vote: Aye-Norris, Leech, Hubbell, Parker, Schmidt.  Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.





3.  Township State Liquor Fund:  IT WAS MOVED by Schmidt and seconded to approve the 1998-1999 State Liquor Fund Proposed Budget as per the document presented to the Township Board 3/30/98.  Roll call vote:  Aye-Hubbell, Parker, Schmidt, Norris, Leech.  Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.





4.  Discussion of Township proposed budget. It was agreed to change 101-901-975 (reserved fund for buildings, building additions and improvements) from $1000 to $10,000 in cost center total, budget total and year end fund balance adjusted accordingly.  No other changes.  IT WAS MOVED by Schmidt and seconded to approve the 1998-1999 Township General Fund Proposed Budget by cost center as per the document presented to the Township Board 3/30/98 adjusted to increase account 101-901-975 from $1000 to $10,000. 7.  Discussion of Grant Applications for development of Torch/Bay Nature Preserve:  IT WAS MOVED by Parker and seconded to approve Resolution 98-7 approving the submission of the grant application to the Coastal Management Program in the amount of $46,200.  Roll call vote:  Aye-Schmidt, Leech, Norris, Parker, Hubbell.  Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.


IT WAS MOVED by Hubbell and seconded to approve Resolution 98-8 approving the submission of the grant application to Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund in the amount of $68,000.  Roll call vote:  Aye-Norris, Leech, Hubbell, Parker, Schmidt.  Nay-None.  Passed 5-0.





8.  Other business:  Ditlow asked for opionion of the Board regarding option of 4-wheel drive in search for ambulance replacement.  The board agreed 4-wheel drive should be a requirement.
