2) EMS BILLING POLICY:  Schmidt presented a EMS Billing Policy draft prepared to include the          

       changes the Board approved at the October Board meeting and also an additional change in paragraph                                    

       2 of page 1 under “ALL PATIENTS” to add “emergency services and/or” to precede “transportation”.

       Parker noted “emergency services and/or” should also be inserted in the 1st sentence of the preceding 

       paragraph to read “….all emergency services and/or loaded runs….”.  Parker requested run number be     

       included in the information list under “RECORDS” on page 2.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded 

       and passed by roll call vote to accept this EMS Billing Policy draft with the two changes requested.

       Roll call vote: aye – Leech, Parker, Schmidt, Hubbell, Norris; nay – none.   This policy is retroactive

       to August 1, 1997.  Schmidt will be meeting with Ditlow and Dorland to make the necessary   

       billing adjustments.

3)   BOARD  CONCERNS: None

4) PUBLIC CONCERNS:  Ditlow questioned Board policy on equipment purchases.  Board approved 

limit of $400 for Ditlow to purchase a combination fax, printer and answering machine.
