MINUTES OF MAY 16, 2000 REGULAR MEETING OF THE TOWNSHIP BOARD 

TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Minutes for March 25 and May 9, 2000 special board meetings were approved.  April 18, 2000 minutes were approved with addition to #11 stating the board approved the radio change and to correct 20001 to 2001 in #14, second line.  The minutes are filed for audit.

3. Expenditures for the Fire Fund, EMS General Fund, and Payroll were approved with the additional approval of a $15 check from the EMS fund to cover small claims fee to the 86th District Court.

4. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator and from T. Sommerfeldt on the Road Improvement program.

5. Public Comment: Sherry Comben, candidate for County Treasurer, and Brett Baldwin, candidate for County Register of Deeds, addressed the board and audience. V. Mouch inquired about the revised land use ordinance and was advised it would probably be on the June meeting agenda.

6. Announcements/Correspondence: A.  The new post office location has been approved as a special use under the zoning ordinance.  B.  Gary Tracey has resigned from the EMS group.

7. TBNP Bid Approval: It was moved by Schmidt and seconded to accept the bid from Foerster and Bolser for TBNP work.  In discussion, Janet Person of Soil Erosion Dept. said they could do work with prison labor at a lesser cost.  The motion and second were withdrawn to give the Soil Erosion Dept. an opportunity to submit a bid.

8. Day Park Remodeling Project Change Order: Motion by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the change order of $540 for 1x10 frieze board wrapped with aluminum to match soffit and fascia; up to $300 for hose bibbs for the wash down in the restrooms; up to $1500 for cement pads at passageway entrances, remove cement and bushes around the building and re-seed; and $990 for quarry tile in the passageway.  Schmidt to get estimate to have a cement pad and a two-sided fence and gate for a dumpster.  It is planned to have a dedication ceremony after completion of the renovations, date to be determined later.

9. Erosion Control of the Road End Access on Creswell Rd.: The work proposed by Soil Erosion Dept. was discussed, particularly whether or not to have stairs and fill.  The plan was approved as submitted, which was with stairs at a cost of $2135 to the Township.   Fill was  not approved pending whether it is recommended as beneficial.

10. Fire Truck Refurbishing Changes: The board approved recommended brake repairs at a quote of $1625.59.

11. Purchase of Additional Land at Fire Station #2: It was moved by Parker and seconded to approve the purchase agreement as written.  Roll call vote: aye – Schmidt, Norris, Parker, Leech; nay – none.  Passed 4-0 with Hubbell absent.

12. Cemetery Survey & Layout of New Section: The board requested Schmidt to get bids for the survey.   
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13. Board Concerns: Interview of candidate for fireman by Schmidt and Parker was scheduled for May 18 at 7:00 p.m.   Motion by Schmidt and seconded to approve the Resolution of Appreciation to the Grand Traverse Band of Ottawa and Chippewa Indians for their grant of $24,000 toward the renovation of the Day Park restrooms.  Roll call vote: aye – Parker, Norris, Leech, Schmidt; nay – none.  Passed 4-0 with Hubbell absent.  Due to Hubbell’s absence, the resolution will be approved again at a later meeting when all board members are present.  Parker requested and received approval to subscribe to a newsletter on Grants.  Ditlow advised Dorland is willing to work with the EMS day crew until 2:00 p.m. with a pro-rate of the pay  until the third person position is filled and the board concurred.

14. Public Comments: S. Wolfe displayed the winning logo design for the TBNP.  Lidster requested an update on a stop sign at Baker and Pearl Streets and a lower speed limit.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:55p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
