MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 20, 2001 TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Minutes of the 10/16/01 regular board meeting were approved and filed for audit.

3. Expenditures were approved as submitted.

4. Reports were accepted from EMS, Fire Dept., Treasurer (Schultz asked for comments on the new laser printed tax bills), Zoning Administrator, AC E911 Dispatch, and verbal Cable report stating Channel 2 is going through a frequency change and should improve in next couple of months.  Sheriff Johnson addressed the board and expressed thanks to the township for providing the sub-station located adjacent to the EMS facilities.  Sgt. Jeff Wynkoop and Deputy Kevin Hoch will man the sub-station.

5. Public Comments: None.

6. Announcements/Correspondence: None.

7. Creswell Rd. End: Reference T. Welch document titled “Creswell Road Public Use Agreement”, the board is not going to sign the subject agreement but is willing to discuss the issues and commit to acceptable actions by motion or resolution.  I. – Not applicable to the Township.  II. - A determination whether there is an erosion problem, and if so their recommendations to correct, is to be obtained from two or more experts such as a representative from a Soil Erosion District and DEQ.  III. A. Relates to II.  III. B. Signage will be placed on the north side to mark as ‘No Parking, Fire Lane’.  “Cars Only” and “Boat Trailer Parking” signs will be installed on south side.  III. C. –A sign will be posted stating “Primitive, shallow draft boat launch area only.  Use at your own risk.  Vehicles and/or trailers left on beach or in water will be removed at owners expense.”  III. D. – Large stones and “Private Property” signs will be located on both sides of the launch area.  III. E. – It is township policy to maintain road endings and protect against erosion.  III. F. –No consensus.   These proposed actions will be discussed at a future meeting and submitted to the township attorney for his recommendations.

8. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to install a streetlight at the intersection of Hjelte Rd. and US 31.  In response to a request, the board is not in favor of striping Hjelte Rd.

9. Circuit Court File #01-7802-CH re vacating of Bay View Beach Subdivision road tabled pending meeting with the Township Attorney.

10. Motion by Stillings, seconded and passed unanimously authorizing up to $2000 for the purchase of a computer and workstation for the Zoning Administrator.

11. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to offer employment to Ginger Anderson to perform the duties of Recording Secretary for the Planning Commission, assist the ZBA secretary, and other clerical assistance that might be needed. 

12. Motion by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously 5-1 by roll call vote to approve the termination of Bill German and Lisa Lane based on the terms outlined in Ditlow’s memo of November 14, 2001.

13. It was the consensus of the board to waive the requirement for members of the day crew to spend 4hr. at the station on Thanksgiving and Christmas.

14. Municipal Civil Infractions update was to ask the board to reconsider position of not having a violations bureau as per Schmidt’s memo to the board of November 20, 2001.  No action.

15. Board concerns: Schmidt called a special board meeting for Monday, December 3 at 7:00 p.m.  The subject of discussion will be the special evaluation of the Zoning Administrator and his response.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to send the file on the Potrofke violation to the attorney for immediate action if not cleaned up by Monday morning.  A memo will be sent to department and committee chairs to request their people to carpool to training and meetings whenever feasible.  MTA Chapter meeting will be held in the Township Hall on the 27th of November at 7:30 
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.p.m.  A special joint meeting of the board, planning commission and ZBA will be held in the Township Hall on Wed., Dec. 12, at 7:00 p.m.   Ditlow’s memo of Nov. 5 regarding repeaters was queried and discussed.   

16. Public concerns: Inquiry was made as to when the police will move into the sub-station.  No definite date.

The meeting adjourned at 10: 50 p.m. as there was no further business.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
