1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:30p.m.

2. Minutes of the board meeting of December 18, 2001 were approved and filed for audit.

3. Expenditures for all funds were approved as submitted, including the checks on the supplement list.

4. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief and Treasurer.  The Zoning Administrator and Antrim County E911 Central Dispatch did not submit reports.

5. Public Comments: Ditlow suggested Township officials and employees not park in front of the office door.  Knoechel inquired about the road millage and gave an update on cable service.  Residents with comments or problems concerning cable service may call Ed at 599 2898 so he can coordinate with the cable company.

6. Announcements: Schmidt, Leech and Schultz will be at the Michigan Townships Association Educational Conference in Grand Rapids from January 15 to 18.  The Zoning Administrator and Planning Commission Chairman will also be attending.

7. EMS Interview Committee Recommendation:  Motion by Leech and seconded to accept the recommendation of the interview committee and offer EMS employment to Barbara Higgins.  Passed 4-0 with 1 absent.

8. Elk Rapids School Summer Tax Collection: Discussion.  Motion by Parker and seconded to authorize the supervisor and treasurer to negotiate an agreement with the Elk Rapids School Superintendent for the collection of the school district’s summer tax levy.  Passed 4-0 with 1 absent.

9. Proposed Revised Township Investment Policy: Tabled.  

10. Depository Designation Resolution: Motion by Parker and seconded to approve the Depository Designation Resolution dated December 2001.  Roll Call vote: aye – Leech, Parker, Schmidt, Schultz; nay – none.  Passed 4-0 with1 absent.

11. Poverty Exemption Standards for 2002 Board of Review Resolution: Motion by Parker and seconded to approve the subject resolution.  Passed 4-0 with 1 absent.

12. Township Board Concerns: Leech reminded board members that salary resolutions must be presented at the February board meeting.  Schmidt indicated he would schedule a work meeting in the near future.  Parker asked the board to give thought to whether the township could put a second ambulance to good use.

13. Public Comments: Knoechel advised two grant requests were prepared and submitted to the Grand Traverse Band of Ottawa and Chippewa Indians.  One request is for assistance in financing a second thermal imaging camera for the Fire Department and the other to help defray the construction cost of the Public Safety Office which will be used by the State Police and Antrim County Sheriff Dept.
