MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 19, 2002 REGULAR TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:30 p.m.

2. Minutes of the January 10, 2002 regular board meeting were approved and filed for audit.

3. Expenditures for all funds were approved as submitted.

4. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator, and E911 Central Dispatch.

5. Public Comment: Lidster said it is his understanding the Tribal Police will be sharing the Public Safety Building.  The board has not been informed of this.

6. Announcements: The township and ambulance district budget hearings, the annual meeting and special township board meeting will be held on March 30, 2002 in the Township Hall starting at 9:00 a.m.  The GTB of Ottawa & Chippewa Indians approved the grant application for a thermal imaging camera for the Fire Dept.  The Antrim Conservation District Spring Seeding Order program is in effect now and order forms are available in the township office.    A special meeting of the board was scheduled for Wednesday, March 6, at 7:30 p.m. in the Township Hall for the purpose of working on the proposed 2002-2003 township budgets.      

7. Elk Rapids School Summer Tax Collection Update: Elk Rapids School Superintendent Hoover had been given a detailed list of expenditures which comes out to about $4.86 a parcel.  Hoover canceled a meeting scheduled for last week by FAX, which also stated $4 a parcel was the highest they would pay.  There will be further discussions with the school administration before any recommendations are made to the board.

8. The Fire District Budget Hearing is scheduled for Tuesday, March 26, at 7:30 p.m. in the Township Hall.

9. Fire District 2000-2002 Budget Amendment: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded by Parker, to amend the 2001-2002 Fire District Budget by increasing the revenue account of Grants and Donations by $17,500 and the expenditure account 206 336 977 New Equipment by $17,500. Roll call vote: aye –Parker, Schultz, Schmidt. Stillings, Leech; nay – none.  Passed 5-0.

10. Annual Meeting Date Resolution: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded by Leech, to approve the resolution to hold the annual meeting on March 30, 2002.  Roll call vote: aye – Schmidt, Schultz, Stillings, Leech, Parker.  Passed 5-0.

11. Per Diem Payment For Conference & Education Policy Revision Draft: Draft acceptable as written.

12. Township Board Salary Resolutions: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded by Schultz, to approve the resolution for the annual salary of supervisor at $11,870; annual salary of assessor at $19,090 plus $500 for Elk Rapids School District summer tax collection; and a maximum amount of $500 for supervisor and $200 for assessor, for meetings and conferences attended as per the Township Board policy of  “Per Diem Payment for Conference & Education Policy”; for a total amount of $31,660.  Roll call vote: aye – Leech, Schultz, Parker, Schmidt, Stillings; nay – none.  Passed 5-0.  It was moved by Schultz, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the resolution for the annual salary of treasurer at $11,870; plus a salary for summer collection of the Elk Rapids School District not to exceed $3200; and a maximum amount of $500 for meetings and conferences attended as per the Township Board policy of “Per Diem Payment for Conference & Education Policy”; for a total of $15,570.  Roll call vote: aye – Stillings, Schmidt, Leech, Parker, Schultz; nay – none. Passed 5-0.  It was moved by Leech, seconded by Schmidt, to approve the resolution for the annual salary of clerk at $11,870 and a maximum amount of $500 for meetings and conferences attended as per the Township Board policy of “Per Diem Payment for Conference & Education Policy”.  Roll call vote: aye – Schultz, Parker, Schmidt, Stillings, Leech; nay – none.  Passed 5-0.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded by Parker, to amend the resolution for salary of supervisor to read salary for summer collection of the Elk Rapids School District shall not exceed $500.  Roll call vote: aye – Stillings, Schmidt, Parker, Schultz, Leech; nay – none.  Passed 5-0.  It was moved by Stillings, seconded by Parker, that the annual salary of trustee shall be $4000 and a maximum amount of 
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 $500 for meetings and conferences attended as per the Township Board policy of “Per Diem Payment for         Conference & Education Policy”.

13. Backup Ambulance-- - Ditlow memo dated 1/31/2002: Discussion.  Consensus of the board was that subject should be pursued but the board needs written documentation demonstrating the need, a plan of operation, how would it be staffed, additional costs involved, etc.  Schmidt requested Ditlow give written documentation to the board on the operation procedures established for the First Responder Program before proceeding with the requested documentation for a backup ambulance.
14. Township Board Concerns: It was moved by Leech, seconded by Stillings and passed unanimously, to accept the recommendation of the interview committee and offer Fire Dept. employment to Allen Davidson.  It was moved by Parker, seconded by Schultz and passed unanimously, to commit to fund $3000 for the start up of the East Grand Traverse Bay Farmland and Open Space Protection.  Stillings presented plans to schedule a presentation by the state police on speed limits.  He will try to schedule it for April 2 at 7:00p.m. in the Township Hall.  The public is invited and a notice will be placed in the papers prior to the meeting.  Schultz initiated discussion on Ditlow’s letter of February 7 Re: EMT Class.  Ditlow was requested to present the board with a clear policy to address the situations discussed.  Schmidt requested a scheduling procedure be established.  Leech suggested the opening for park attendant be posted internally prior to advertising.  Ditlow inquired whether funds for cafeteria style insurance for EMS day crew can be used to pay employee medical expenses.  The board did not approve.

15. Public Comments: none.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 10:00 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
