2.   Minutes of the Sept. 19 meeting: motion by Martel, seconded, and passed 5-0 to approve as presented.

4.  Agenda content: Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to approve as modified by supervisor.

6. Consent agenda: Motion by Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0 to approve.

Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to move the subject to Board Action item L. D. Update by Spencer on emergency services survey responses.  E. Update on township roads by Parker. F. Update on new Public Safety Building by Spencer.  G. Report on streetlight request at Manitou Trail and US 31 by Spencer. H. Residents are needed to serve on various committees and as Fire and EMS crewmembers.

8. Discussion and possible Board Action items: A. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote to transfer $1200 from fund balance of the 2006-2007 General Fund Budget to the election cost center 101 262.  B. Motion by Martel, seconded and passed 5-0 to change the time and date of the previously scheduled special board meeting from 7:30p.m. Oct. 24 to the new time of 4:00p.m. Wednesday, Oct. 25.  The purpose of this meeting is to review the responses to the Requests for Proposals for the new Public Safety Building and the recommendations of the ad hoc committee. C. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to accept the resignations of Billie Russell as a member of the Planning Commission and Tony Scally as a member of the Zoning Board of Appeals effective upon expiration of their terms October 31, 2006 and of Shelly Dorland as EMS Billing Officer effective December 1, 2006. D. Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0 to accept the recommendation of the supervisor to re-appoint Alan Martel and appoint Diana Hein as members of the Zoning Board of Appeals and to re-appoint Bonnie Nothoff as an alternate member, their terms to be effective November 1, 2006 and expire October 31, 2009; to appoint David Barr as an alternate member to complete the term of Diana Hein effective November 1, 2006 and which expires October 31, 2008.  E. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to accept the recommendation of the supervisor to re-appoint Lee Colvin and appoint Lee Scott to the Planning Commission to serve 3 year terms effective November 1, 2006 and to expire October 31, 2009.  F. Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0 to authorize the supervisor to accept appointee and employee resignations on behalf of the Township Board.  G. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to accept the recommendation of the Fire Chief and hire Clinton Kinery as a probationary fireman.  H. Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 to approve the draft guidelines dated Oct. 12, 2006 for the Torch Lake Township Audit Committee with the changes noted thereon and the addition of “The committee will elect a chairperson at it’s first meeting and annually thereafter.”  after the third sentence under “Criteria”.  I. Verizon Cell Tower request discussed with no action.  J. A proposed Salary Compensation Committee discussed with no action.  K. Motion by Martel to contract with LIAA to provide training, support and upgrade the Township web site at a cost of $2000 was passed 4-1 with Leech casting the dissenting vote.  L. Township Hall roof discussed, Spencer to solicit a minimum of three bids on cost to replace.

9.Township Board Commentary: Schultz requested removal of the large cedar at the southeast corner of the Township Hall/Fire Station.  Martel inquired whether the board would have discussion of the proposed master plan draft.  

10. Citizen Commentary:  Gerald Klooster inquired if anything is required to reopen Eastport Service. V. Hogan inquired if there are specs or guidelines for property owners to maintain private roads/drives for access by emergency vehicles and suggested it be a subject for the next newsletter.
