MINUTES OF TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING OF MARCH 20, 2007

TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. The meeting convened at 7:30 p.m. followed by the pledge to the flag.

2. Minutes: Feb. 22 meeting minutes were approved by motion of Schultz with correction to 8.c.(1) motion passed 4-0 instead of 5-0.  Feb. 28 and Mar. 1 meeting minutes were approved by motion of Parker and meeting minutes of Mar. 8 were approved by motion of Schultz.  Each motion was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence was received from Antrim Co. Road Commission manager, Burt Thompson re the dead end road sign on Manitou Trail and from D. Gaskell, Planning Commission Chairman, re their responses to the comments received from the County Planning Commission re the Land Use Plan Draft.
4. Agenda Content was approved as modified by motion from Parker, seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Comment: Self introduction by Lindsay Wier, Watershed Project Manager for the Antrim Conservation District, and invitation to attend an informational ordinance workshop 6/13 at 7 p.m. at TBA.  
6. Consent Agenda was approved  with removal of 6 d. and e. by motion from Martel, seconded and passed 5-0.  6.d. EMS report was an introduction of the Deputy Director, Brenda Oldebekking, who briefly outlined her duties and objectives.  6.e. Chief Dawson presented the Fire Dept. report.  The EMS and Fire Dept. reports were accepted by motion of Parker, seconded and passed 5-0.
7. Informational Items: (a) Re the new PSB, a planning/design update and guaranteed maximum price information was presented by Jodi Bergman with Comstock Construction, and Ray Kendra, Architect. (b) Parker reported on Planning Commission activity. (c) Martel had nothing to report on County Planning Commission activity.  (d) There will be a special meeting of the board March 24 to hold open hearings on the proposed Township budgets for fiscal year 2007-2008. Following the hearings, the board will recess for the Annual Meeting of the Township Electors.  The board meeting will reconvene after the Annual Meeting, to complete board business.
8. Discussion and Possible Action Items: (a) The PSB concept and guaranteed maximum price information was discussed.  Financing will be reviewed prior to further discussion and action.  (b) Authorization for Comstock Construction to proceed is pending further consideration. (c) Motion by Parker to approve the resolution prepared by Trun Law Firm authorizing the Supervisor, Clerk or Treasurer to execute an Installment Purchase Agreement in the form attached as Exhibit A was seconded and passed by roll call vote 5-0.   (d) No action re the North Flight Billing Service pending info on how monies will be received and what internal controls will be in place.  (e) Motion by Martel to accept the Draft Public Access and Mooring Ordinance with the addition of “any other device” after buoy in the first line of Section 3. (i) was passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  (f) Motion by Parker to accept the supervisor’s recommendation to accept the proposal from Northern Contract Interiors to provide interior design and furniture services for the proposed Township facility was seconded and passed 5-0.  (g)  Motion by Schultz to accept the Agreement with Elk Rapids Schools for collection of 2007 summer school property taxes for a fee of $2.50 per parcel was seconded and passed 5-0.  (h) Motion by Martel to approve the proposed 2007-2008 pay schedule with $35 for meal per diem on overnight travel raised to $50 and $15 for dinner per person per day raised to $25 was seconded and passed 5-0.  (i) Proposed 2007-2008 fiscal year budgets were discussed with no action. (j) Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0 to schedule the first monthly meeting of the new fiscal year on April 17 at 7:30 p.m.
