1. Call to order by the Supervisor was at 7:30 p.m. followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Meeting minutes were approved as follows: meeting of July 17 by motion of Parker, July 31by motion of Schultz with “Spenser” in 1st line, 1st paragraph corrected to “Spencer”, August 9 by motion of Parker, closed session of August 9 by motion of Parker.  Each motion was seconded and passed 5-0.

3. Correspondence: Johnson letter of Aug. 9 re Day Park; Jordan Development Co. re  Milton Bradley gas project.

4. Agenda Content was approved by motion of Schultz with 8n.changed from executive session to open session.  The motion was seconded and passed 5-0.

5. Citizen commentary: None.

6. Consent Agenda was approved by motion of Leech, seconded and passed 5-0.

7. Informational items: Planning Commission report accepted from Parker, Martel advised nothing to report on County Planning Commission.
8. Discussion/Action Items: a. Motion by Leech to approve the permit request from Jerry Stalo to conduct a fireworks display on September 1 with a rain date of September 2 was seconded and passed 5-0.  b. Motion by Leech to accept the recommendation of the EMS Director and offer EMS employment to Brett A. Pharo effective immediately was seconded and passed 5-0.  c. Motion by Parker to accept the recommendation of the Supervisor and invite J. Gainey, W. Laakko, D. McDermid, R. Norris and C. Lundy to be members of the Emergency Medical Services Ad Hoc Study Committee was seconded and passed 5-0.  d.  Motion by Schultz to approve the appointment of James Walworth and re-appointment of James King to three year terms on the Planning Commission from November 2007 thru October 2010 was seconded and passed 5-0.  e. Motion by Martel to approve the re-appointment of P. Keelan to a three year term on the Zoning Board of Appeals from November 2007 thru October 2010 was seconded and passed 5-0.  f.  Motion by Parker to reschedule the regular monthly board meeting from Tuesday, December 18, 2007 to Monday, December 17, 2007 at 7:30 p.m. was seconded and passed 5-0.  g. Motion by Martel to approve the resolution authorizing the execution of an Installment Purchase Agreement for the acquisition of a fire pumper vehicle/apparatus and related equipment pursuant to attorney review of Paragraph 11 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  Motion by Parker to approve the resolution authorizing the execution of an Installment Purchase Agreement for the acquisition of an ambulance vehicle and related equipment pursuant to attorney review of Paragraph 11 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  h. Updating township policies was discussed.  Board members expressed willingness to pursue policies on road ends, communications, tobacco products use, and use of Township owned computers.  i. Board members discussed and expressed interest in moving ahead with Ordinances on Blight, Anti-Noise & Public Nuisance, and Junk or Dismantled Vehicles.  j. The proposed Antrim County Recycling Interlocal Agreement was discussed with no action.  k. Proposed legislation on Township consolidation was discussed.  l. The Sowle request to place a memorial to their son at the Day Park was discussed.  The supervisor will contact the Sowles to try to work out an agreement which will include the Township reserving the right to remove the object at any time it falls into disrepair or is deemed to be harmful or detrimental to the safety of others.  m. The market analyses received on the Township Eastport property was discussed.  Parker and Schultz will interview the Realtors who submitted them and make a recommendation to the board.  n. Motion by Schultz authorizing the Supervisor to accept the seller’s purchase offer amendment of no splits permitted to the property being sold to the Township was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  This finalizes the contract to purchase six acres for future expansion of Lakeview Cemetery for $60,000 plus cost of survey.
9. Township Commentary:  Schultz mentioned there is a Chapter meeting Aug. 28 at 7:30p.m. at Helena Township.

10. Citizen Commentary:  W. Laakko referred to the editorial by Nolan Finley in the Sunday Detroit News on income tax legislation as one of interest.
