1. Call to Order by Supervisor Spencer was at 7:00p.m. followed by the pledge to the flag.  

2. Minutes of the March 18  meeting were approved by motion of Parker, who noted the incorrect spelling of “misspelled” in the second line of #2.  (The reference may have been to the absence of a hyphen.)  The minutes of the March 22 meeting were approved by motion of Schultz.  Both motions were seconded and passed 5-0.

3. Correspondence:  Letter of March 18 from State Representative Kevin Elsenheimer, Letter of April 8 from Sylvia Walworth, Letter of April 11 from Forest Home Planning Commission Chair, Paul Trumble.

4. Agenda Content : Approved with the deletion of #9 d. by motion of Parker, which was seconded and passed 5-0. 

5. Citizen Comment:  B. Nothoff spoke as candidate for the 105th District seat in the State House of Representatives.

6. Consent Agenda: Approved by motion of Parker, seconded and passed 5-0.

7. Closed session:  The board went into closed session at 7:20 p.m. on motion of Schultz to consult with attorney James Cotant on pending Westen litigation.  The motion was seconded and passed 5-0.  The board returned to open session at 7:40 p.m. and resumed the meeting agenda.

8. Informational Items:  Report by Parker on Planning Commission activity, report by Spencer on the progress of the new Township facility.

9. Discussion/Action Items:  (a) Meeting dates for the 2008-2009 fiscal year were approved by motion of Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0.  (b) A Tobacco Use Policy on and in Township property was discussed.   (c) Motion by Leech to contract with Janine’s Professional Cleaning Services for custodial and maintenance services at the new Township facility as outlined in the Proposal Request prepared by the Supervisor and per their response dated April 1, 2008 was seconded and passed 5-0.  (d) Deleted. (e) Hall rental policy was discussed.  Parker, Martel & Leys will work on new regulations to submit to the board.  (f) Motion by Leech to approve the Jordon River Arts Council request to rent the new facility Community Room from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 9/20,21, 27, 28 at the current rate and regulations was seconded and passed 5-0.  (g) Motion by Spencer to approve the Agreement with Elk Rapids Schools for the collection of their summer school taxes was seconded and passed 5-0.  (h) The Star Twp. water injection permit was discussed.  Spencer will draft a letter to the Governor on behalf of the board objecting to the action. (i) The 2008-2009 Budget documents require amending due to some incorrect figures in the 2005-2006 actual data that affects subsequent cash flow figures.  Motion by Parker to approve the proposed amendment to the State Liquor Fund Budget for 2008-2009 FY  dated 4/15/08 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  Motion by Schultz to approve the proposed amendment to the Ambulance District Budget for 2008-2009 FY dated 4/15/08 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  Motion by Schultz to approve the proposed amendment to the Fire District 2008-2009 FY Budget dated 4/15/08 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.   Motion by Spencer to approve the proposed amendment to the General Fund 2008-2009 FY Budget dated 4/15/08 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  (j) The proposed Communications Services survey was discussed.  The committee was requested to meet and prepare a survey that has the general approval of the committee before presenting to the board.

10. Board Comment: Transfer of reserve funds was discussed, also status of new facility furnishings and moving.

11. Citizen comment: Tim Boyko, candidate for the 105th District seat in the State House of Representatives, spoke as did Dan Bean, candidate for the position of Antrim County Sheriff.  E. Knoechel had questions re a Tobacco Use Policy.

12. Adjournment was at 9:45 p.m. by motion of Leech, which was seconded and passed 5-0.
