A.  REPEATING AGENDA:
1. Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Schultz to approve the Minutes of June 17, 2014 with one correction was seconded and passed 5-0.  In item D. 4, line 2, remove “next month”.  Motion by Schultz to approve the Minutes of June 30, 2014 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence, etc:  The clerk mentioned the Primary Election on August 5, 2014, with absentee ballots available in the township office.
4. Agenda Content:  Motion by Schultz to approve was seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  1. Don Leys mentioned that the lights in the parking lot still have not been replaced.  Any idea when?  2. Marvin Rubingh introduced himself as a candidate for County Commissioner District 1 on the August 5th Primary Election.  He was praised by his daughter, Lidia, as a worthy candidate.  3. David Heeres introduced himself as candidate for County Commissioner District 1.
B. CONSENT AGENDA:  Motion by Goossen to approve was seconded and passed 5-0.
C. SPECIAL REPORTS AGENDA: 
1.  Goossen reported the Planning Commission has forwarded to the Board for their approval tonight Version 6. Proposed Commercial Kennels Ordinance, Version 7.  Wineries, Micro-brewery, Micro-distillery and Cidery Ordinance.
2. Schultz reported the TTT Committee is compiling material to send off to one of four consultants for review.  Martel mentioned that Torch Lake has approved sharing the cost, if not too expensive, what about the other two?  Her reply was that Milton Township’s meeting was last night, so she had not heard, and that Elk Rapids did approve.
D. AGENDA FOR BOARD DISCUSSION/ACTION:
1. Zoning Amendments:  Version 6.  Proposed Commercial Kennels Ordinance.  There was discussion regarding possible restrictions to groomers from this ordinance, but it was explained that was not the case.  Also, the intention was to be sympathetic to both the business and the property owners.  Motion by Amos to approve as prepared was seconded by Goossen and passed 5-0 roll call vote.  Version 7. The Draft Wineries, Micro-brewery, Micro-distillery and Cidery Ordinance was discussed.  This would be a new section to the ordinance, with the intent to encourage business.  The Motion by Windiate to approve as prepared was seconded by Goossen and passed 5-0 roll call vote.  Version 3: Proposed Short Term Rentals Amendment was discussed.  The goal was to bring the language of this ordinance in line with Zoning Board of Appeals actions.  The Motion by Goossen to approve as prepared was seconded by Amos and passed 5-0 roll call vote.   Windiate will contact Grobbel to prepare summaries of these amendments to be published in the papers within the next 15 days and to update the master copy of the Zoning Ordinance.
2. Zoning Administrator Job Description:  Motion by Schultz to approve Zoning Administrator Job Description dated July 15, 2014, as prepared, was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. EMS Recommendation to hire Isaac Kreys as A-EMT:     After brief discussion, the Motion by Windiate to approve the recommendation of the EMS Director to hire Isaac Krey, pending background check and physical, was seconded and approved 5-0.  It was also mentioned we would be losing one of our EMT’s, Abby Matusek, who will be attending Nursing School.  Good luck Abby!
4. Board of Review Appointments:  Motion by Amos to appoint the current BOR members Stan Dawson, Bill Laakko, Wally Juall and alternate Bob Hicks for two years, effective January 2015, was seconded and passed 5-0.
E. PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mr.  Rubingh mentioned that he was on the Board and Planning Commission in Banks Township and if elected intends to attend township meetings to report.
F. BOARD COMMENT:  1. Schultz mentioned the OEO Report and Boat Launch tickets.  She hopes there is some communication before a ticket is issued.  Also, a boat launch sticker can be obtained by going on our website at torchlaketownship.org and click on forms/applications.  The boat launch form is linked directly to the treasurer.  2. Martel would like to set up a special board meeting to discuss the three policies, FOIA, Open Meetings and Document Retention Schedules.  It is agreed to meet July 22, 2014 at 7:00 PM.
G. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:05 PM.
