The purpose of the meeting was to review the Planner’s Findings of Fact and owner’s Site Plan Review application for the expansion of Torch Bay Inn, Eastport, MI.

Rowley sent email to Grobbel reviewing permit status from the involved agencies.
· The Health Department of Northwest Michigan issued a permit based on their inspection of property.
· Antrim County Soil Erosion office stated that a permit was not required, based on the 25-year rainfall event stored in retention basins.
· Michigan Department of Transportation will not require a permit.
	
Proposal is for the expansion of the existing Torch Lake Inn from eight (8) existing motel units and one (1) existing residence to a total of sixteen (16) motel units and the residence, representing a proposed eight (8) additional units.  There will be no changes or alterations to signage or lighting; changes will be to the north and rear of building.

Grobbel presented Planner’s Findings of Fact and said that the Planning Commission will make decision, not the Torch Lake Township Board.  Property is zoned Village-Business on both sides and rear.  Adjacent property is R-1.
