2.	Public Hearing:  Proposed Amendments Regarding Corner Lots, Setbacks and Related 
Definitions:
· Walworth recapped Amendments and Definitions.
· Mike Lawrence, Old Mission Estates, Kewadin, spoke regarding setbacks on his property.  Owns ½ acre lot in Torch Lake Township and he expressed concern about ability to build garage within setback.
· Walworth suggested appealing to ZBA.  They have ability to interpret zoning ordinance while maintaining consistency.

Received recommendation with no changes, from Antrim County Planner on Version 13 of Microbreweries and Microdistilleries ordinance.

Motion by Goossen, seconded by Juall, passed 7-0, to forward amendment to the Board of Trustees with a recommendation to approve.

8.	Discussion and Possible Action to Submit to Board Regarding Setbacks on Corner Lots: 
Walworth recapped action thus far on Version 2 (dated March 12, 2015) of Setbacks and Corner Lots.

Motion by Goossen, seconded by Jorgensen, passed 6-0, to approve Version 2 Definitions, Schedule of Regulations and Corner Lots and Additional Definitions, and to forward to Board of Trustees with recommendation to approve.  Bretz recused himself due to conflict of interest with his daughter owning Village corner lot.
9. Discussion of Possible Changes in the Commercial District:
Grobbel asked Vey to summarize commercial zone properties in Township.  There are about five parcels zoned commercial.  Concern that Commercial Zone and Village Business Zone are similar in content.  Walworth asked Commission members to look at Township map, read through permitted and special uses and be ready to discuss at June meeting.
